The National Day of Prayer tradition predates the founding of the
United States of America, evidenced by the Continental Congress'
proclamation in 1775 setting aside a day of prayer. In 1952
Congress established an annual day of prayer and in 1988 that

law was amended, designating
the National Day of Prayer as
the first Thursday in May.

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Conception of a child for the sole purpose of doing research on that unborn child and taking its life is
unethical and immoral. Nebraska Family Council has worked to stop this type of medical research.  

The Legislature debated a bill (LB 606) which confirms that human life is special and limits research that
treats human life as a commodity. The Nebraska Legislature moved LB 606 to the final round of debate and
probable passage.  

The compromise worked out between the pro-life community and the University of Nebraska Medical Center,
stated this bill will:

l Create a stem cell research cash fund that will provide matching funds up to $500,000 a year 
to be used for non-embryonic stem cell research.

l Prohibit the use of state facilities and funds to create a human embryo and destroy it for 
research purposes. 

l Prohibit state facilities and state funds to be used for the creation of a human embryo by 
somatic cell nuclear transfer or human cloning.  

Another bill we worked on that motivated over 1,300 individuals to come to the State Capitol in protest was
LB 1141.  If passed, this bill would place unnecessary requirements on home school educators.

It is very doubtful this bill will be debated this year. Since this is the second year of the legislative
cycle, all bills will be terminated that are not passed by the end of the session. The introducer of the
bill, Senator Schimek, will not return to the Legislature because of term limits. Unless another
Senator introduces this bill next year it will not come up again. 

It is possible Senator Schimek could call for an "interim study" to be done this summer. An “interim
study” would attempt to come up with reasons for placing more requirements on home school
educators and encourage another senator to introduce a home school bill.
