As American troops wage the War on Terror, fighting for democracy and liberty around
the globe, citizens of the United States are preparing to celebrate their freedom to
gather, worship and pray. Millions will answer the call to prayer on May 3rd in
observance of the 56th annual National Day of Prayer (NDP). Organized events will
be held in thousands of locations where intercession will be made for our nation,
government leaders, media, schools, churches, business and families.

This year's theme, "America, Unite in Prayer ," is based on 2 Chronicles 7:14
"If my people, who are called by my name, will humble themselves and pray, and
seek my face and turn from their wicked ways, then I will hear from heaven, will
forgive their sin, and will heal their land."

The National Day of Prayer tradition predates the founding of the United States of
America, evidenced by the Continental Congress' proclamation in 1775 setting aside
a day of prayer. In 1952, Congress established an annual day of prayer and, in 1988,
that law was amended, designating the National Day of Prayer as the first Thursday in
May.

good society is one that discourages wrong behavior
and encourages good behavior. Nebraska is considered
the "good life" because of its firm stance on traditional
family values. 

Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. stated a person should be judged by
the content of their character, not by the color of their skin.
Race does not tell us anything about ones character, how-
ever, the sexual lifestyle of an individual does indicate
character. Early Christians knew individuals who had
sexual desires for the same sex. As a matter of fact, they
knew all about it, because many of them lived in a Roman
society that fully approved of it. Did they know about sex
outside marriage, they did indeed. This is what Paul wrote
about in Romans chapter 1.

Currently before the Nebraska Legislature is Bill 475 which
contrasts two value systems. Moral relativism, do whatever
feels good as long as you don't hurt another, compared to
traditional family and religious sexual behavior values.

LB 475, (Introduced by Sen. Chambers) would prohibit
employment discrimination based on one's sexual
orientation. Nebraska Family Council spoke in opposition
to this bill in a public hearing before Judiciary Committee
last March. This bill was not only voted out of committee but
was designated as a 'priority bill' by the Judiciary Committee.
With the 'priority' status it has a good chance to come
before the full legislature this year. The bill does not define
sexual orientation. Thus, this bill could have a major
impact on society if it would pass. Potentially all legal
sexual behavior would become a protected class.
Hiring or firing in regard to ones sexual behavior would be
prohibited.

The message this would send to our children would be
morally devastating.  This type of legislation would be a
comprehensive rewrite of Nebraska law and place the
government in conflict with the religious community.  The
government would become the standard for sexual moral
behavior instead of religion. This bill actually legislates
sexual immorality.

The 100th legislative session of Nebraska is now
meeting.  I am asking everyone to let your voice be
heard on bills that affect Nebraska families and
morality . Let's impact our leaders through civic
responsibility and prayer!

Another Bill to watch and voice your opinion on is LB 700,
(Introduced by Sen. Mark Christensen) it would adopt the
Human Cloning Prohibition Act.  No Human Cloning
research would be allowed with the passage of this bill.
The sanctity of human life is under attack.  Human Cloning
is a process that brings forth the conception of a child for
the sole purpose of research resulting in its death.
Nebraska Family Council spoke in support of this bill in a
public hearing before the Judiciary Committee. As for the
status of LB 700, it appears to be locked in committee at
this time with 4 in favor of advancing it for further debate to
4 against. 

All the pro-family and pro-life groups in Nebraska are
conducting a post card campaign to urge state senators to
pass this bill.
